The You-Vol Awards follow the same format as MV Awards – marking 50, 100 and 200 hours of volunteering with registered organisations. However, individuals or organisations can also nominate a young person, whose efforts are exceptional.  The form below should be used to nominate for this award. There will be two categories – 11-15 years old and 16-25yrs old. 

Nominations can be made by the organisations for which the young person is volunteering, or by friends, family, teacher, tutor or workmates. The nomination should be for an individual rather than a group. 
Awards Presentation: All nominees will be invited, along with a guest, to the You-Vol Awards Ceremony which will be held at 6.30pm on 3 June in the Corn Exchange, Melrose, and will have their achievement acknowledged on the night. 
Eligibility: nominees must be aged between 11yrs and 25yrs old, and be resident in the Scottish Borders.

Criteria: nominees must have undertaken a volunteering placement within the last year, based in the Scottish Borders.
Procedure: Nomination forms are available from Volunteer Centre Borders, and can be posted out or downloaded from our website www.vcborders.org.uk . The closing date for nominations for the 2009 awards will be 15 May. All information regarding the nominee should be recorded on the form, and as much detail as possible should be given, but should be as concise as possible (no more than 500 words). Judging will be carried out by an independent panel, and will be based on the following;
· Volunteering achievement

· The difference volunteering has made to the young person

· Barriers which the volunteer has overcome 

· Comments by nominator
